The preliminary budget unan-
imously adopted Monday by the
Ithaca Town Board features a
tax cut, salary raises and a 20
per cent boost in planned ex-
penditures over last vear. The
budget iz designed to itake a
step toward solving the road
problems in the northeast par:

Public hearings on the $221 974
budeget are slated for the after
noon of Nov. 4 at City Hall,

The tax cut in the three basic
categories, General Fund, Part-
town Fund and Highway Fund,
totals about 34,009, The levy for
1965 was $76,500, comparad with
$72,771 for next vear.

Main reasons for the cut are
the inereased per capita aid,
monics received from the sale
of tax maps and tne countvy's
decision to build a new library
rather than going with the orig-
inal tripartite concept.

As a result of the library sit-
uation, the town's present card-
holder payment is $15,925 rather
than ¥25000 as it would have
